The Company is committed to stop the transfer of bargaining unit work as provided for in this

Memorandum of Agreement to Bell Technical Solutions (BTS);

To this goal the parties have established the following Allocation of Work Memorandum of

Agreement.

The parties agree as follows:

1. Cable Repair work volume:

a) Cable repair functions including cable repair on fibre will not be performed by employees

of BTS, except for the replacement of aerial quick connect-type terminals that do not

require testing using cable testing equipment to identify a trouble.

2. Central Office work volume:

a) Frame functions, excluding those performed in major Central Offices identified in

Attachment A of this Memorandum of Agreement, can be performed by BTS. Technicians

currently assigned to frame load in Central Offices listed in Attachment B will be provided

other CO work in their headquarters to the extent that CO work is available and may not

be transferred without their consent.
b) All central office functions, excluding those identified in sub-paragraph 2a) will not be

transitioned to BTS.

3. Business Data and Outright Sales (ORS) functions:

a) Business Data and Outright Sales functions will not be transitioned to BTS. For full clarity,

BTS may occasionally provide support for ORS contracts.
